Expect “Really Different” Annual Conference Sessions This Year

For those who have been to Annual Conference Sessions in the past, where the event is usually 3 to 4 days long, with outstanding preachers and Bible study leaders, excellent music and congregational singing, youth and children performances, exceptional worship, and way too much official business of motions, seconds, debate, and votes sandwiched in between, this year will be “really different.”

The year 2010 will be the historic moment when the four Upstate New York conferences dissolve and the new Upper New York Annual Conference comes into being.  This process began as far back as the year 2000, with some resolutions to explore such a thing, but the ideas were slow to get started.  By 2004, various leaders in all upstate Annual Conferences were beginning to get together to develop relationships and explore possibilities—this continued on and off for nearly four years.  Then in 2008, with a new Bishop poised for change, and the creation of the “New ACT” (which stands for “New Annual Conference Team”), lots of clergy and lay people have been involved for the past two years in hours and hours of well led meetings, listening sessions, dialog, and have been seeking ways to make this happen in the most positive way possible.

Ordinarily each of the four existing conferences, North Central New York, Western New York, Wyoming, and Troy, would hold their 3 to 4 day sessions in May or June.  

This year each of those Annual Conferences will meet for only one full day for worship and business, the main items of business being to hold the closing and final session of each respective Annual Conference.  Wyoming and Troy Conferences will have completed this step in May, 2010.  Western and NCNY Conferences will complete this step in the June.  The NCNY Annual Conference closing and final session will be on Friday, June 18, 2010 at the Holiday Inn Convention Center in Liverpool, our regular meeting place for more than a decade.  With approximately 400 voting clergy members and 400 voting lay members, the attendance is usually over 800 persons voting or attending as visitors.  

This year, our Trinity United Methodist Church in Clay, New York, will have one clergy vote by Rev. Dr. Patience Kisakye and one lay vote by Trinity Lay Member to Annual Conference, Les Ulm, as elected by the Charge Conference.  In addition, Trinity has two members registered to attend the session as “visitors” as both Minnie Jordan and Mike Jordan have shown active interest.

On the next day, Saturday, June 19, 2010, the voting clergy and the voting lay members from all the Upper New York churches will convene for the Opening Session of the new Upper New York Annual Conference for a one day session at the OnCenter in Syracuse.  The likely attendance of the much larger new Annual Conference will be at least 1,800 and closer to 2,000, so this will receive lots of news coverage on local media in Syracuse and beyond.  Already, Bishop Marcus Matthews has asked all delegates and others to join him at 8:30 AM on that Saturday to form a circle of prayer outside and around the entire OnCenter as a public witness that United Methodists are on the move.
